The barbaric theme is merely alluding to the radical ways we

ought to serve Christ and make His ways known.I thought the author had many good stories and

illustrations to drive home key points of the Barbaric Way of life. I won't spoil it, but I particularly liked

his story at the end of the book about the naked tug-of-war. You'll have to read it to find out

more.This is truly another call for Christians around the world to leave the comforts of civilized

Christianity, and be the radical life and disciple that Christ has called us to be.
