Anyone who '’knows’ Dover books, will probably agree that they offer good quality for very
reasonable prices. There is nothing 'wrong’ with this book, except that all the plates are in black and
white, and there is no information on Haeckel and his times. Prestel has also published this book of
plates, with a highly informative article on Haeckel, his influences, and those influenced by him
included, AND with many of the plates ’in color’ (that is, often one color in different -subtle - hues, or
a color scheme based on two colors). Unless you are a strictly ‘black and white’ person, | would

advise you to look for the Prestel book.

Before ordering, | read all the reviews and became aware that many were disappointed by the fact
that the plates are actually black and white rather than in color. Still | decided to go for the black and
white edition.
