Messier Leadership Award and the Maurice Rocket Richard Trophy* When asked if anyone could

break his records, Wayne Gretzky said that Sidney Crosby could* After a suffering crushing defeat

by the Red Wings in 2008, Captain Crosby led his Penguins through a tough season, an intense

playoff and past those same Red Wings in the finals to win the 2009 Stanley Cup Championship,

but they could not repeat in 2010* Crosby scored in overtime of the gold medal game at the 2010

Vancouver Olympics to help Canada to its 14th gold, a record number of gold medals by any

country in the history of the Winter Games.
