The Loric made a long journey from their
home planet to present-day Earth. Now the Mogadorians are on Earth, searching for the last of the
Loric race, to eliminate them for good. So far, the Mogadorians have killed One, Two, and Three.
Now they are on the hunt for Four.My favorite part of the book has to be the final battle with the
Mogadorians. | enjoyed this part mainly because of the never ending suspense and thrill throughout
the whole battle. The fight does feel a bit long at points, but still maintains excitement throughout the
entire battle. Another one of the reasons that | enjoyed this part was all the main characters in the
novel coming together to fight against the Mogadorians. There are many other exciting and
suspenseful segments of the book, but the battle is my favorite.On the other hand, my least favorite
part of the book is definitely Four’'s dreams/flashbacks to Lorien.
