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Synopsis

Every birder visiting Costa Rica wants to know where they can see specialties like Resplendent
Quetzal, Three-wattled Bellbird, and macaws. They also want to know sites for regional endemics,
antbirds, antpittas, and other reclusive , rainforest species. Some would also like to know about their
chances at seeing Harpy Eagle, Gray-headed Piprites, and Great Tinamou (slim for the first two,
very good for the third). However, even if you know where to look, and know your chances at seeing
these and 900 other species on the Costa Rica bird list, a couple other factors also come into play
when birding this Central American country: (1) how to look for the birds in question, and (2) their
identification.Unlike temperate zone birding, most bird species of tropical rainforest are naturally
rare. They occur in low density populations, require certain microhabitats, and can be susceptible to
seemingly small changes in their environment. These and other aspects of tropical birding mean
that your chances of finding more species improve if you know how to look for various tropical birds
